Greenland Technologies Holding Corporation (the “Company”) announced that its board of directors
approved a spin-off of its

two
independent, publicly-traded companies through a spin-off of its drivetrain systems segment to the Greenland shareholders.
 
On June 28, 2024, the Company’s board of
directors held a board meeting, during which the directors of the Company unanimously approved a decision to
terminate its previously
announced plan of spinning off its drivetrain systems segment. After due diligence review, the Company’s board of directors has
identified that the spin-off would likely not generate significant value to its shareholders due to changing market conditions.
